                    Kimo M. Keawe 

 Just when we thought that we really had a handle on renovating units, we 

experienced the many challenges of Building 4.  As I’ve mentioned previously we took 

down 21 units from both CCIOA and CRVOA and this was the largest number that 

we attempted at one time.  We also increased the scope of work by upgrading all of 

the electrical outlets, removing wet bars from several units, replacing vanities and 

countertops in several units, replacing and remodeling light diffusers in bathrooms and 

finally removing wallpaper and refinishing the walls of several units. We managed to 

keep on schedule even with the added scope of work and felt confident that we could 

make the dates to return these units to service by June 17th, 18th and 19th.  

 We then got word that there was a problem with the furniture order and 

that it would not be here in time to make those dates which created an overbooking 

situation beginning with those first arrival dates.  The delay would push back our origi-

nal schedule from 3 to 4 weeks.  As we always have done in the past we rallied our 

staff to develop a plan to find accommodations on site and at other properties nearby 

who would be able to take our overflow.  What we found was that a good number of 

properties still had availability and we were able to relocate guests to these proper-

ties..  

 It has been a very difficult and stressful situation for all involved but, our staff 

has always stepped up when it needed to and we are fortunate to have the kind of 

individuals who care enough about our property that they will always do what is nec-

essary to get the job done.  All of the unis are now complete which finally ends this 

phase of renovation. 

 We will all miss John Mahoney, our Executive Assistant Manager, who has 

taken on a new challenge at the Hanalei Bay Resort.  He will be assuming a similar role 

he had here with an emphasis on a major renovation program of their units over the 

next several years.  He did a great job for us and I know will do the same for them.  

I’m sure we will still be consulting with each other, as he was always a good resource, 

and I have his number on speed dial! 

 Our new wireless internet system is working well and the number of calls for 

assistance with connectivity has dropped considerably.  All AOAO owners now have 

the ability to access the system which is a very useful unexpected benefit. 

 June Sundberg is looking forward to the challenges and responsibilities as she 

assumed the position of Rooms Division Manager.  She will be responsible for the 

Front Office, Reservations, Concierge and Security departments.  June completed her 

CERT training and is now a Certified Member of the Princeville Emergency Response 

Team.  The Team meets monthly to train and review emergency procedures.  She is 
now studying to obtain her Ham Radio License which most CERT members already 

have.  Her training will be very valuable in the event of an emergency.  

 We keep adding new items to the Country Store mainly as a result of guest 

requests.  Check out the new Cliffs tall coffee mugs.  We are planning to add more 

clothing items like golf shirts but, need to work out the logistics of display and invento-

ry. 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Our sales efforts continue with an onsite program that recently followed a 

very successful direct mail solicitation to existing owners. Our goal has always been to 

move our active inventory to generate new dues payments from owners who support the 

property and all of its current and future programs.  The state of the national economy 

has had a direct effect on what was a traditionally active sales period. Many folks are inter-

ested but fewer make the commitment to buy.    

 The roof of Building 7 was replaced during the last quarter.  The contractor, 

Aloha Roofing, was as good as advertised.  They were easy to work with, interacted well 

with our guests and owners and stayed on schedule.  The quality of their work was very 

good and we have received a written guaranty from the roof shingle manufacturer for 40 

years on the material and 25 years on the workmanship. 

 In the midst of all of that activity we still need to look for ways to reduce our 

expenses and be more efficient in our operations.  James Sarme, our Facilities Manager, 

working with a different pool service reviewed the entire pool operation to see where 

adjustments could be made to accomplish our goal. Through their review they found that 

they could recalibrate the pump system without losing the filtered water quality.  The 

initial results show a potential savings of thousands of dollars per year in energy costs.   

 The landscape architect continues to work on the proposed first phase of the 

Master Landscape plan, encompassing a new entry.   

 Bill Malish, our Controller, has been focusing on getting to know and learn our 

overall operation and producing the monthly financial statements.  He also spent time 

both here and on Maui with our auditors overseeing that process.  The 2010 audits have 

been approved and available for distribution to those interested.  He has met with his staff 

to explain the big picture to them so they understand where they fit in and the im-

portance of each function. We are fortunate that all of them are willing to take on new 

responsibilities that will allow Bill to concentrate his considerable talent in the areas of 

budgeting and cost control. 

 As we have mentioned before the “seabird issue” continues to grind along and 

based on the latest meetings there seem to be more questions than answers from the 

applicants and all others involved in the process.  The state and federal agencies now have 
a potential conflict to resolve before any of the applications can move forward.  

 We have been converting our file storage from physical to virtual and we are 

slowly doing that with our “scan to file“ feature which saves time and paper. We will begin 

using this feature for Owner Deeds and Administrative documents and will try to migrate 

storage of all files to the virtual platform.  

 As mentioned in our Spring newsletter, we have finalized plans for our Rec 

Bldg and we anticipate construction to begin in September. 

 We have begun our 2012 budget process and need to be ever cognizant of 

the fragile and uncertain state of our economy. 

 We have been fortunate that through the conservative approaches we have 

taken we are in good financial shape compared to many other associations who have few 

or limited options usually involving owner financing.    

 We will do our best to maximize our other revenue sources and minimize 

our expenses especially in these uncertain times.

With respect to our finances, I am always pleased to report the CCIOA is financially 

strong and is weathering this tough economy fairly well.  While we do have more in-

terval foreclosure and deed backs than we would like, the levels are much lower than 

most timeshare organizations in Hawaii and across the world and our Capital Reserves 
remain strong.  Rest assured we watch your money very closely and do whatever we 

need to do to keep the CCIOA financially strong.  We will be entering into the budget 

season over the next 60 days and will of course be looking literally at every dollar 

spent to be sure we are being as efficient as we can be to keep your maintenance fees 

as low as possible.  I hope to have a few positive surprises for all of you by the next 

newsletter! 

We do continue to struggle a bit with our very ambitious IT project list.  The board 

and staff have many great ideas on what we would like to do IT wise:  going as paper-

less as possible and becoming more cost efficient, but admittedly it’s a slow process.  

We have a very small IT group in house (one person as a matter of fact) and we con-

tinually overburden her with projects along with her normal day-to-day job.  What I 

would like to do is recruit some of our owners who have an extensive IT background 

to possibly consult with us on some projects.  Of course, like the board seats, this is a 

non-paying job but if you have the knowledge and would like to volunteer some of 

your time, please drop me an email at mbarra@gfcllc.com.  Your help is appreciated 

and will help our efforts to lower costs. 

During the next year, we will be moving our focus more internally on operations and 

less towards “projects” now that our interiors are done.  I think we will continue to 

find new and exciting ways to do our daily business and meet the goals of improved 

efficiencies.

We have completed our new roof on Building 7 and have substantial product and 

labor warranty. Forty years on material and twenty-five years on installation. It is 

our intent to extend the useful life of Buildings 1-9 (except 7) by repairing as need-

ed. However, when we update the Recreational Facility, it will receive a new roof 

as it has many leaks. 

 The hot buzz in the Construction Committee is preparation for complete 

renovation to the Recreational Building. The Board approved a revised Budget and 

the current plan is to include a library/game area, which also lends itself to general 

meeting area or social events.  In addition the plan calls for a Fitness Center in a 

portion of the footprint.  A new tile on the floor, sky lights in the roof and a color 

combination that will brighten the atmosphere.  All in all it will give us a renovated, 

comfortable, versatile, approach for current events. Work should begin well before 

year-end. 

 We are still on track with the topical sealant and curbing around 

some public areas of the driveway. There are still contract reviews in consider-

ation, perhaps scheduling by late Fall or early next year. 

 Long Range Planning is diligently working on Tennis/Multi Court resurfac-

ing and general update of the sports area. Also, under consideration is the entry-

way project. The latest presentation was not totally acceptable and will be revised 

even further for re-consideration at our next quarterly meeting. 

 A new Joint Association Committee was established to review energy sav-

ing concepts campus-wide. Such concepts as hot water thermal solar, photo voltaic 

and other hot issues or ideas that will save operational costs in the long term. 

 Quality Control has added a new person to energize our continued support 

to create and maintain the best we can. We thank John Mahoney, who is moving on, 

for his pioneer work to establish this vital and important process. John also wore 

other “hats” the past several years and we appreciate his contributions.  Happy days 

John. 

 Legal Committee has approved and presented a three year ADA update 

plan, which will deal with such issues as parking, and other critical steps for contin-

uing modification to our campus. 

 This report would be replete without mentioning that we are effective-

ly on Budget year-to-date. Bad Debt continues to be a concern, but has not 

deepened since our last meeting. Again our Legal Committee has secured good 

response with our attorney on the collection issue. 

 Perhaps you have not visited your  home away from home for a 

while. I encourage you to share  the campus and take advantage of a truly 

beautiful part  of the world.

We love to cook—here are a few of our favorites! 

CREAMY CHICKEN ENCHILADAS with GREEN ENCHILADA SAUCE (by Shann Hashimoto, 

Accounting Department)   

Ingredients: Serves 4-6 

1  Onion 

1  Green Bell Pepper 

2  Celery Stalks 

2  8-oz Philadelphia Cream Cheese 

1  pint Whipping Cream 

8  Large tortillas 

1  Large can Green Enchilada Sauce 

1  Small can Green Chiles 

1 to 1-1/2# Boiled skinless boneless chicken, shredded  

  or buy prepared huli-huli chicken 

2Tbl  Oil 

2Tbl  Butter 

1-16 oz pack Shredded mozzarella cheese 

*1 Can  Refried Beans,optional 

  Garlic Salt & Black Pepper to taste 

1.  Boil chicken. Cool. Shred. Add to vegetable mixture. 

2. On medium heat, saute the onion, green bell pepper & celery in oil & butter, until cooked 

through. 

3. Add cooked shredded chicken, room-temperature cream cheese to vegetable mixture, stir thor-

oughly. 

4. Add whipping cream, garlic salt & black pepper to taste. 

5. Layer bottom of 9x13 baking dish with green enchilada sauce, cover with tortillas (reserving the 

rest for the top layer), creamy chicken & vegetable mixture, shredded Mozzarella cheese & green 

enchilada sauce. 

6. Continue layering ... just be sure top layer is the tortillas, Because the next layer will be the 

balance of the green enchilada sauce with shredded mozzarella cheese on the very top. 

7. Bake at 350 degrees for 25 to 30 minutes; or until enchilada sauce & cheese is slightly bubbling. 

*You may add refried beans as an option to the layers. If so, layer on tortillas first, then follow with 

creamy chicken, vegetable mixture. 

Chocolate Mochi—Mila Sajonia, Laundry 

2C Mochiko Flour, 2C white sugar, 1 tsp. baking soda, 1C semi-sweet chocolate chips, 2 cans evap-

orated milk, 1/2 C melted butter, 2 tsp. vanilla, 2 eggs—beaten. 

Sift dry ingredients, mochiko, sugar and baking soda in a large bowl.  Melt butter and chocolate 

chips together and combine with evaporated milk, vanilla and eggs.  Mix and stir into dry ingredi-

ents until it becomes a smooth batter.  Then pour into a greased 9x13 baking pan. 

Bake at 350 degrees for 45-55 mins.
